In addition to o"ering a great motorcycle travel experience, Ayres Adventures provides higher quality accommodations 
and meals than are typically found on a motorcycle tour.  We often use small ÒboutiqueÓ hotels and lodges, and we shun 
limited choice, Òset menusÓ.  YouÕll dine Ò‡ la carteÓ, ordering what you wish from the menu in !ne, local restaurants.  Most 
dinners are included as part of the tour package, and dinner always includes non-alcoholic beverages.

The smaller and more intimate lodges and restaurants that we select donÕt cater to crowds, so we must necessarily limit the 
size of our tour groups Ð typically to about ten motorcycles.  Many of our favorite places have only eight or ten rooms, so 
we often book the entire lodge for our group.  This factor, too, contributes to a more personalized tour experience for 
everyone.  Many riders report afterwards that they didnÕt feel as if they were on a tour at all, but rather have had a wonderful 
vacation with a small group of friends.  

You can ride with a tour leader, ride by yourself, or ride with a few other Adventurers, as you wish.  We provide a comfortable 
support vehicle on all of our trips for transporting luggage and non-riding guests.  YouÕll appreciate our "leave the luggage 
to us" policy.  We don't just load and unload baggage from the support vehicle - we deliver it to your room - usually before 
you arrive.  At the conclusion of the tour, weÕll provide your transfer to the airport for your return $ight.

We never sell tours on behalf of another company, or delegate responsibility for our tours to a subcontractor.  We operate 
our own tours worldwide, using our own employees.  Our tour leaders are the best in the business.  They are totally 
committed (and empowered) to operate in accordance with "The Ayres Adventures Style".  Guests can expect the same high 
standards whether touring in Africa, Europe, New Zealand, North America or South America.

We’ve operated motorcycle tours to Machu Picchu more than two dozen times over the past eight years and we believe this is 
one of the best itineraries yet.  This 13-day Adventure provides an opportunity to explore the Inca civilization in more depth than 
is typically possible during a motorcycle tour of the area, culminating in a visit to the "Lost City" of Machu Picchu - nestled deep 
in the Andes Mountains.  The Adventure includes a carefully selected collection of additional South American attractions that are 
“must dos” for any visit to this region of the world.

 √ The Colca Canyon. At almost 14,000 feet deep (twice the depth of the Grand Canyon) it’s one of the deepest    
  canyons in the world.

ÒTierra del Fuego and the End of the WorldÓ

Our 13-day Escape to Ushuaia Adventure begins in one of ArgentinaÕs most popular vacation resorts - Bariloche.  Located in 
ArgentinaÕs Lake and Volcano region, the riding is spectacular from the start.  The Adventure ends in Ushuaia - the southernmost 
city in the world to which itÕs possible to ride a motorcycle.

This Adventure is not a rugged  "expedition".  More than 95% of the route is paved and that which is not is generally hard-packed 
gravel in good condition. The trip is suitable for someone with limited o!-pavement experience as well as for two-up riding.

Features of this trip to "El Fin Del Mundo" provides time to explore the most interesting attractions in this part of the world.  High-
lights of the trip include:

 "  Los Alerces National Park, located along the border of Argentina and Chile.  The Alerce, for which the park is    
  named, is one of the longest living trees in the world and some in the park are as old as 3,000 years.
 " The small seaside town of Puerto San Julian, very rich in history, having been visited by Ferdinand Magellan, Sir 
  Francis Drake, and Charles Darwin
 " El Calafate, the small Patagonian town from which to visit Los Glaciers National Park and the Perito Moreno Glacier.  
  View one of the largest and most impressive glaciers in the world, where huge chunks of ice "calve" and crash into   
  the water regularly.  The two-night stop in El Calafate provides ample time to enjoy local shopping as well as the   
  townÕs many fine restaurants.
 " ChileÕs Torres del Paine National Park, where youÕll stay at a charming boutique lodge located on an island in the   
  middle of a shimmering lake in the park (pictured above)
 " A ferry crossing of the Straits of Magellan to the island of Tierra del Fuego

WeÕve given this special tour the designation "Discovery Adventure".  We'll generally use the best accommodations available, 
but for some parts of the itinerary available accommodations may be below our usual premium standards. Roads are mostly 
paved, with about 250 km of gravel. Optional routes with much more gravel are also available. 
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You can view the highest peak in
the Western Hemisphere
(Cerro Aconcagua, near Mendoza, 
Argentina - 22,841 ft) from the
seat of your motorcycle. 

During any of our three Alaskan 
trips, you can view the highest
peak in North America

WeÕve designated our 9-day Taste of Chile (and a Dash of Argentina) Adventure a ÒDiscovery Tour" that starts where the world begins 
to end: the sleepy city of Osorno in northern Patagonia. Our Discovery Tour category means weÕll use top !ight accommodations 
where available (Osorno, Puc—n, Bariloche and Esquel in the case of this Adventure), and the best available in some of the very small 
places where choice is limited.  Despite some limitations, we can commit to safe, clean places throughout the Adventure.

The Adventure takes place in the midst of some of the most stunning scenery and alluring motorcycling destinations in the world: 
smoking, snow-covered volcanos, lush coastal rainforests, crystal clear lakes, thick forests and the seemingly endless Argentinean 
Pampas.  

Destinations include:

 "  The Chilean lake resort of Puc—n, located near two geographic features that characterize this part of South    
  America: a beautiful, shimmering lake and a picturesque volcano.  The name of both of them is Villarrica.
 " The world famous South American resort of San Carlos de Bariloche, located in the Nahuel Huapi National Park,   
  on the shores of the lake of the same name
 "  Los Alerces National Park, located along the border of Argentina and Chile.  The Alerce, for which the park is   
  named, is one of the longest living trees in the world and some in the park are as old as 3,000 years.
 "   "Butch Cassiday and the Sundance Kid" territory near Esquel. It was this area of Patagonia where the outlaws   
  settled and became successful ranchers before returning to their life of crime and !eeing to Bolivia.
 "  A relaxed ferry crossing from ChaitŽn to Puerto Montt.

A wide variety of roads awaits you on this Adventure.  Mostly good, paved roads and exciting sweepers bear testimony to the area's 
reputation as a motorcycling paradise. Some unavoidable but relatively easy gravel sections, as well as several steep mountain roads 
requiring more concentration and riding experience add an element of excitement to the Adventure.

With beautiful weather south of the equator in February, Taste of Chile o#ers a great, albeit brief, respite from winter in the Northern 
Hemisphere.

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1. How many miles will we ride per day?
It varies, depending on road conditions and attractions along our 
route. !Many days include fewer than 200 miles of riding, and it's 
unusual for any day to exceed 300 miles. If so, be assured you'll be 
on good, high-speed roads.!Our trips are designed to provide a 
good mix of stopping at places of interest and riding. The schedule 
provides time for a nice breakfast, a leisurely lunch, some sightsee-
ing and arrival at the hotel in time for some local sightseeing and 
relaxation before dinner.  There are usually optional, alternate 
routes for riders who wish to ride more miles per day.

2. How much riding experience must I have to participate in one 
of your trips? 
If you're comfortable averaging 200 miles per day, with an 
occasional longer day, you should do " ne on trips that are speci-
" ed as 100% pavement. For trips where non-paved roads are speci-
" ed, you should have o#-road riding experience. If you have any 
doubt about whether your experience is adequate for the trip, 
please contact us.

3. Do we ride every day?
No. We plan occasional free days. This is generally scheduled for 
cities or towns where there are special attractions for which you'll 
want to spend more than one night. It's up to you if you wish to 
ride on these free days.

4. Can I ride with one of your tour leaders?
You're always welcome to do so, but it isn't a requirement. You can 
select your own riding companions, or even ride alone, if that's 
more agreeable with your riding style. 

5. Are support vehicles used?
Yes. A  support vehicle accompanies each trip. The vehicle is used 
to carry rider luggage and the occasional non-riding companion.

6. How many riders will be in the group?
For most trips, we limit the number of motorcycles to ten.  We  
accommodate more riders if the trip is for a private group.

7. What type of accommodations do you provide?
Accommodations vary from comfortable, middle-class hotels and 
lodges to luxury hotels and game lodges, depending on the type 
of accommodations available along the route.

8. What's for dinner?
In most cases, you'll order whatever you want from the restaurant 
menu. !You can count on restaurant selections to be " rst class.

9. What's included in the cost?
The tour price includes transfers from the airport to and from your 
hotel, provided you arrive and depart on the published arrival and 
departure dates.  Rental of a motorcycle, including insurance and 
unlimited mileage. Lodging based on double occupancy (single 
rooms are available at additional cost).! All breakfasts and most 
dinners (see individual trip descriptions for number of meals). 
Dinners always include non-alcoholic beverages. Special activities 
may be included, such as game drives, admission to National Parks, 
night club events, etc. Consult individual tour descriptions for 
details.  The Plan Ahead, a customized booklet that includes route 
maps, directions, addresses and contact information for our hotels, 
emergency contact numbers, and an overview of the activities and 
attractions for each day of the trip. 

10. What's not included? 
The fee does not include airfare,  lunch, alcoholic beverages, or fuel 
cost for the motorcycle.!!Any items not mentioned as included are 
not included. 

11. How can I tell what the riding conditions on a
particular tour will be like?
These legends shown in the tour descriptions
will assist you in determining the riding conditions
for the tour.

TAME - the roads are primarily straight and
level. 

CHALLENGING (INTERESTING)  - White means
easy sweepers and curves that do not require
technical expertise.  Orange indicates very
tight curves and steep switchbacks, with 
changes in altitude, as found in mountainous
areas.

GRAVEL - White indicates good hard-packed 
gravel, stone or dirt and does not require 
technical pro" ciency.  Orange requires o#-
pavement experience as it can include loose
and/or deep gravel or sand, and may include
frequent changes in elevation.

TRAFFIC - White indicates moderate urban
tra$ c.  Orange indicates heavy, sometimes
chaotic city tra$ c that requires signi" cant 
riding experience in urban environments.

WILDLIFE - There is a likelihood of wild animals on he road. 
Orange suggests the possibility of dangerous ones.
